Travel

The Course will be held at the Wenatchee River Institute (WRI), the “Red Barn” is where the course will 
take place. Wenatchee River Institute, 347 Division St, Leavenworth WA 98826.

From West: Drive State Highway 2 to Leavenworth. In Leavenworth, drive to 2nd stoplight, (Front Street/
Chumstick Road), turn right on Front Street. Drive 3 blocks to Division St. Turn left onto Division. Drive to 
end. 

From South: Drive Highway 97 to junction with State Highway 2. Turn left and drive Highway 2 to 
Leavenworth. In Leavenworth at 2nd stoplight, (Front Street/Chumstick Road) turn left on Front Street. 
Drive 3 blocks to Division St. Turn left onto Division. Drive to end. 

From East: Drive State Highway 2 to Leavenworth. In Leavenworth at 2nd stoplight, (Front Street/
Chumstick Road) turn left on Front Street. Drive 3 blocks to Division St. Turn left onto Division. Drive to 
end. 

Meals and Lodging

There is not a meals and lodging package available for this course. Students are required to arrange all 
lodging and food.

Book early as things 
tend to fill up being a tourist destination.
