There are many 
great campgrounds near Parkdale, some are closed this time of year please 
check.  The closest campground is Tollbridge Park. There is free camping on 
forest service roads and at Little John Sno Park if you’re equipped to camp 
self contained in the cold.  Hotels and Airbnbs are available in Hood River (14 
miles north).  Cooper Spur Resort also offers lodging up on the mountain 
nearby.  
 
Travel: 
The course is just 14 miles from Hood River and 3 miles from the town of 
Parkdale. This course is being held at the Mt Hood Town Hall. From Hood 
River, drive south on OR-25 for approximately 14 miles. The town hall will be 
on your left. You will need a vehicle to get to and from class.

There will be 
CPR on the evening of day 1.  Please plan to bring your food as there are not 
many food options nearby.
