Classroom and Directions

Sea-Tac is the closest major airport, and is approximately 2 hours by car (107 miles) from the classroom
location. Drive time is greatly influenced by traffic on the I-5 corridor so keep that in mind when
coordinating your travel plans.

Lodging

available at the classroom venue; van/truck campers must make arrangements for above board
accommodation.
- Holiday Inn is just 10 minutes from the classroom location, as well as several other hotel/motels
in Bellingham.

- There are numerous Airbnb options nearby too and could be great especially if students are
interested in shared lodging.

Meals
There is no meal plan available for these courses.

Refund, Transfer, and Cancellation Policy
