e Wilderness First Responder/WUMP - Within 30 days of the course start
date, the $300 course deposit is non-transferable and non-refundable.
All other paid tuition will be refunded. The full course tuition is due 15
days prior to the course start-date. Outside of 30 days, refunds will be
processed upon request minus the $75 application fee. Transfers will be
subject to an additional $75 application fee. No refunds will be awarded
once the course has begun.

e Wilderness First Responder Recertification/Wilderness First Aid - Within
30 days of the course start date, all tuitions are non-transferable and
non-refundable. Outside of 30 days, transfer or refund will be subject to
the $75 application fee. No refunds will be awarded once the course has
begun.

Course Cancellation - In the unlikely event of a course cancellation, all tuition
will be refunded minus the $75 application fee.
