Travel, Meals, and Lodging 

Campgrounds: 

1. Gypsum Campground (BLM) 
Located just off I-70, about 5 miles west of Gypsum. This is a campground with limited amenities 
but offers an affordable option for campers. 

o Cost: $10 per night 
o Website: BLM Gypsum Campground 

2. Wolcott Campground (BLM) 
About 10 miles east of Gypsum, this campground is accessible from I-70 and offers basic 
camping facilities. 

o Cost: $12 per night 
o Website: BLM Wolcott Campground 

Hotels (Ranked from Least Expensive to Most Expensive): 

1. Wingate by Wyndham Eagle Vail Valley 
Located at 75 Pond Road in Eagle, just off I-70 and about 7 miles west of Gypsum. This hotel 
offers a range of amenities, including complimentary breakfast, a fitness center, and free Wi-Fi. 
It’s a convenient mid-range option for travelers, providing easy access to the Eagle Valley and 
Gypsum. 

o Cost: Around $160 per night (varies by season) 
o Website: Wingate by Wyndham Eagle Vail Valley 

2. Best Western Plus Eagle/ Vail Valley 
Located in Eagle, this mid-range hotel is accessible from I-70, offering convenient access for 
those traveling from the east or west. The hotel includes an indoor pool, gym, and complimentary 
breakfast. 

o Cost: Around $180 per night 
o Website: Best Western Plus Eagle Lodge 

3. The Westin Riverfront Resort & Spa 
A luxury option located about 25 miles east of Gypsum in Avon, near the Beaver Creek area. 
Ideal for those who prefer more upscale accommodations, with amenities including a spa and 
fitness center. 

o Cost: Starting at $350 per night

Mountain Recreation- Gypsum Recreation Center 
 
Coming from the East (Eagle): 

1. Start on I-70 Westbound and continue until you reach Exit 140 for Gypsum. 
2. Take Exit 140, then turn left onto Trail Gulch Road (this will take you over I-70). 
3. Continue straight until the road becomes Cooley Mesa Road. 
4. Turn right onto Valley Road and follow the signs to the Gypsum Recreation Center. 

 
Coming from the West (Glenwood Springs): 

1. Start on I-70 Eastbound and head toward Gypsum. 
2. Take Exit 140 for Gypsum, then turn right onto Trail Gulch Road. 
3. Continue straight until the road becomes Cooley Mesa Road. 
4. Turn right onto Valley Road and follow the signs to the Gypsum Recreation Center.
