The area around Tucson ranges from the Sonoran
Desert to the summit of Mount Lemmon at 9,147 feet. Given the range in elevation and
temperatures, climbing, hiking, and biking are possible throughout the year. Mount Lemmon
even offers skiing in the winter at Ski Valley, the southernmost ski area in the continental United
States. Saguaro National Park offer visitors the opportunity to learn about the distinctive saguaro
and other unique species of the Sonoran Desert, and the Arizona-Sonora Desert Museum is a
world-renowned zoo and botanical garden. And the weather can be amazing! Per the National
Weather Service, the average high temperature in November is 75 degrees, and the average low
temperature is 48 degrees. Nice!
