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REGISTRATION 
Tuition in full is required to reserve a spot in the course.  The tuition fee covers instruction, 
textbooks, equipment, and certification cards.  Enroll via the NOLS website.    
 
CANCELLATION POLICY, PAYMENT POLICY, AND TUITION PROTECTION 
NOLS Wilderness Medicine provides the registration service for this course so students are 
subject to the NOLS Wilderness Medicine policies regarding cancellation, payment, and tuition 
protection: 

*15 days or greater prior to the start of the course – students may cancel from the course 
and receive a refund less a $50 fee. 
*Less than 15 days prior to the course start date – the course is non-refundable or 
transferable.  Tuitions in full is due at 15 days. 

 
In alignment with the cancellation policy, refund or transfers will not be provided for students 
who are unable to attend the course within the cancellation deadline due to last-minute personal 
or medical issues.  NOLS and FFI strongly recommend the purchase of tuition insurance, and the 
NOLS preferred provider is MDM Group Associates, Inc.  Policies vary greatly so be sure to 
read each policy carefully, discuss questions with the provider, and ensure that the policy has 
appropriate coverage.
