Travel, Meals, and Lodging

Meals/Lodging

Meals and lodging are not included in the course tuition however there are several hotels and
AirBnB’s in the area within easy walking, biking, or driving distance from the course location.
Victor has an excellent selection of ~10 restaurants ranging from Thai food to pub fare to pizza.
There is a small market at the stoplight in town selling a wide variety of provisions including deli
sandwiches, soups, and other prepared food.

Travel/Directions.

The course will take place at Victor Elementary School (255 EIm Street, Victor, ID). Please
enter via the doors on the East side of the building off Baseline Road (by the school bus
parking lot). If you are lost or delayed, please contact Iris at (206) 484-7354

Nearest airports include Jackson (JAC) which is ~45 min away and Idaho Falls (IDA) which is ~1
hour away. Note that in the winter months, Teton Pass occasionally closes due to avalanche
activity which can require a 2 hour drive around from Jackson.

Victor, Idaho can be accessed from Idaho Falls via US-26 E to ID-31. Turn S at the stoplight onto
ID-33, then in 3 blocks, turn E on EIm Street.

From Jackson, follow WY-22/ID-33 over Teton Pass. Victor Elementary can be accessed either
via Baseline Road or EIm Street in Victor.

(Note: Some GPS units may direct you to the OLD Victor Elementary School on Center Street.
Please use the 255 EIm Street address.)

CLASS FORMAT AND PERSONAL PREPAREDNESS

Upon registering, you will receive an email from NOLS with further information. Three weeks prior
to the start of the course you will receive an email with links to online materials (readings and
videos) and the written WFR Recertification test. You must complete all online components
prior to arriving at the course site.

Course days run from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., with an additional Saturday evening class for
students needing CPR recertification. Attendance is required at all scheduled classes. Scenarios
and practice sessions will take place both inside and outside. Bring outdoor clothing appropriate
for lying on the potentially wet, muddy, snowy, or cold ground playing the role of both rescuer and
patient. Frequently stage (moulage) blood and make-up are used to enhance the realism of a
scenario.
